All items must be worked with a hand manipulated needle on a
ground. Beading entries can be completed either on a loom or off
loom and do not need to be on a ground, but cannot be simple
stringing of beads.

The majority of handwork in each piece will determine its
category. Stitchery Showcase reserves the right to determine
category. The Showcase Committee may reject any entry.

NO HOOKING, KNITTING, CROCHETING, NEEDLE LACE
OR MACHINE QUILTING CAN BE ACCEPTED.

JUDGING - STITCHERY SHOWCASE is a non-juried show.
Qualified judges will award exhibition ribbons.
Students will be judged separately.

PICK-UP — All entries are to remain on display through 4 pm,
Sunday, October 2, 2011. Needlework entries (excluding quilts)
may be picked up on Sunday beginning at 4:30 after the show
concludes. Entries and Wall Quilts MUST be picked up at Stan
Hywet Hall Auditorium on Monday, October 3, 2011 from 10 am
to 2 pm.
